Loading Firmware to the Flashrom

Select the Flashrom unit to which you will upload the firmware:

1. Turn on unit, and go to File and Open Remote, Scan.  Highlight the IP address and hit change IP.  Change the IP address to something on your PC’s network. Hit OK to open the unit.

2. Go to File and select Upload Software.

3. Select the bin file you want to load onto the unit.

4. When prompted for a Serial Key, hit the Import button 

5. Select the Key file that was generated for the MAC address and Bin you selected.

6. Continue through the 'Upload Software' screens. 

7. The unit will then reboot and reload the Firmware. You will be able to see a pattern of LED's flashing. When the LED's have stopped flashing, the power light is green, and the interface lights begin flashing green again, the unit has begun normal Bridging operation.  See attached LED pattern Document if you get errors uploading. 

8. If you did not yet setup the unit with the required parameters, you should do so now. 

Note: If you experience problems you should remove J3 from the flashrom and when you turn unit back on you will be in Base Boot.  You will know you are in base boot by 4 lights remaining on under forwarding rate.  (40%,60%,80%,100%).  Then from configurator select file, open config file, and enter key.  Then go to file and upload software.  Then follow steps 4 through 6.

Loading Firmware to the AP-1000

Select the AP-1000 unit to which you will upload the firmware:

1. Turn on the unit, and go to File and Open Remote, Scan.  Highlight the IP address and hit change IP.  Change the IP address to something on your PC’s network. Hit OK to open the unit.

2. Go to File and select Upload Software.

3. Select the bin file you want to load onto the unit.

4. When prompted for a Serial Key, hit the Import button 

5. Select the Key file that was generated for the MAC address and Bin you selected.

6. Continue through the 'Upload Software' screens. 

7. The unit will then reboot and reload the Firmware. You will be able to see a pattern of LED's flashing. When the LED's have stopped flashing, the power light is green, and the interface lights begin flashing green again, Turn the unit has begun normal Bridging operation. 

8. If you did not yet setup the unit with the required parameters, you should do so now. 

Loading Firmware to the RG-1000/AP-500

Select the RG-1000 unit to which you will upload the firmware:

2. Go to File and select Upload Software.

Loading RG/AP-500 in Force Reload Mode 

1. Turn on the RG and immediately push and hold the reload button.

2. When you see the amber light stay solid, under the power symbol, release the button.

4. Select the bin file you want to load onto the unit.

5. When prompted for a Serial Key, hit the Import button 

6. Select the Key file that was generated for the MAC address and Bin you selected.

7. Continue through the 'Upload Software' screens. 

8. The unit will then reboot and reload the Firmware. You will be able to see a pattern of LED's flashing. When the LED's have stopped flashing, the power light is green, and the interface lights begin flashing green again, Turn the unit has begun normal Bridging operation. 

9. If you did not yet setup the unit with the required parameters, you should do so now.

Loading AP-1000 in Force Reload Mode 

1. Turn on the AP, wait 5 seconds and  push and hold the reload button.

2. When you see the amber light stay solid, under the power symbol, release the button.

3. Go to File and select Open Config File.

4. Select the bin file you want to load onto the unit.

5. When prompted for a Serial Key, hit the Import button 

6. Select the Key file that was generated for the MAC address and Bin you selected.

7. Continue through the 'Upload Software' screens. 

8. The unit will then reboot and reload the Firmware. You will be able to see a pattern of LED's flashing. When the LED's have stopped flashing, the power light is green, and the interface lights begin flashing green again, Turn the unit has begun normal Bridging operation.
